Hydrogen

Construction of a liquid hy-
drogen plant for the Union
Carbide Corp.’s division, Linde
Co. in Torrance will be com-
pleted within a year, according
to an annoucement by Morse
G. Dial, board chairman,

Original plans called for
work to begin on a hydrogen
facility on the west coast late
this year, but the date was ad-
vanced since the National
Aeronautics and Space Admin-
istration recently awarded a
contract for the supply of
liquid axygen to the Linde Co.
Under terms of the contract
Linde will supply NASA up to
3,300,000 pounds of liquid
hydrogen per year.

W. M. Haile, president of
the Linde Co., said that Tox-
rance was an ‘“ideal site for
the plant.”

The liquid hydrogen plant is
the third major “space age”
construction announced by
Linde during the past year.
