Example: The flat registra­ 

tion fee on any vehicle is $8. 
Weight fees are based on the 
unladen weight of a vehicle. 
On passenger cars, the vehicle 
license fee is computed on the 
basis of 2 per cent of the 
rated value of the vehicle, and

is part of the total fee due.
Now if the total fees due 

on a passenger car are $38 
the registration fee would be 
?8 and the vehicle license fee 
would be $30. If not paid on 
or before next Tuesday, tht 
penalties would double the 
registration fee to $10, woulc 
 add 50 per cent of the vehicle 
license fee, for a $45 sum  
which would boost the tola 
fees to $61.
