Revealing his plans in an ad-
dress to the Cloverdale Citrus
Fair honoring Redwood Em-
pire publishers, the Goverhor
said that the special session
will run concurrently with the
budget session of the Legisla-
ture and will deal with these
subjects:

(1) Legislation to increase
the number of required
courses in academic subjects
in California high schools and
the amount of time spent in
basic subject matter instruc-
tion in elementary schools.

(2) Preparatory legislation to
enable California to participate
in President Eisenhower’s pro-
posals for féderal scholarships.

The Governor took note of
the long-standing controversy
between proponents of pro-
gressive or life adjustment-
type educational programs and
those “who favor a more in-
tensely academic approach,”
and declared that a ‘“great
number of responsible critics
have been making a strong
case in recent years against
many' progressive educational
fads and foibles.”
