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Comic Books 

Reveal Kite 

Safety Rules
This is the time of year 

when kids and kites naturally 
get together.

But, like any other sport, 
there's a safe way and a wrong 
way to fly a kite, advises G. L. 
Blanchard, Southern California 
Edison Co. district manager.

Nearly half a million special 
comic books, telling the often 
neglected "dos and don't" of 
kite-flying safety, are being 
distributed free to school child­ 
ren by Edison.

Children and their parents 
can reduce needless accidents 
If they will remember these 
simple rules. First, kites should 
be flown in an open field, 
away from telephone and pow­ 
er lines or television antennas. 
Next, It Is Important to use 
only dry cotton cord. Never 
fly kites In the rain, and never 
use any form of metal In the 
string, kite frame or tail.

If the kite does happen to 
catch in a wire, the kite flyer 
should let go Immediately ln-"* 
stead of trying to climb a pole 
or pull it clear. No kite is 
worth a bad fall or accident of 
any kind.

If everyone observes these 
few rules, Blanchard points 
out, kite flying will continue 
:o be a safe, enjoyable sport 
[or children of all ages.
