We didn't know at 
the time either that about oil 
required by the building in­ 
spectors of the City of .Tor­ 
rance was that yuor residence 
would not impair your life or 
health for the first year.

Some of your middle age 
cows will out-live most of 
these homes I assure you.

This, however, Is a matter 
for the State Real Estate 
Board and the Contractors Li­ 
cense Bureau (Board)   the 
Real Estate Board of Commis­ 
sion however is maintained by 
and for KCal Estate Men and

Obscene Literature
Editor, Torrance Herald:

As a result of recent pub­ 
licity pertaining to the "Self- 
Censorship Committee,"/ we 
as members of the committee 
feel our positions should be 
clarified regarding our pur­ 
pose.

The City Council evidently 
realized a problem existed re 
garding the type magazines 
that were appearing on our 
local news stands and being 
made available to our young 
people. Because of their deep 
concern In regard to this 
problem they appointed a 
committee consisting of five 
Torrance citizens, two Tor­ 
rance merchants and three 
magazine distributors to 
study the problem and rec­ 
ommend solutions.

Reference to this commit 
tee as the "Self-Censorship 
Committee' is unfortunate as 
we are not concerned with 
censorship. Our primary pur­ 
pose is to assist the City 
Council in the preparations 
of an ordinance or method 
which wll serve to prevent 
the availability of morally 
questionable publications to 
minors only. We are not at­ 
tempting to infringe on the 
rights of adults by denying 
them the privilege of buying 
these particular publications. 

TV <X  & 
Findings of this commit­ 

tee have been that question­ 
able material is available to 
the teen-ager outside the 
home, both at the corner 
news stand and at the thea­ 
ter. Stimulation of immorral 
Ideas through these media is 
contributing to a moral 
breakdown, glamorizing un­ 
acceptable behavior, thus 
adding to delinquency, caus­ 
ing much unhappiness and 
ruining many young lives. 
Our findings Indicate that 
these questionable magazines 
are not necessarily being pur­ 
chased by the young people, 
but are being read over a 
coke or candy bar at the cor­ 
ner news stand. We have ob­ 
served children from the 
very best families, families 
whom we are sure are aware 
of what their children read at 
home, standing around liquor 
stores on their way home 
from school reading theje 
magazines.

This problem Is definitely 
not new inasmuch as the 
Torrance City Council passed 
an ordinance In 1054 and an­ 
other in 1957 pertaining to 
lewd and obscene literature. 
In studying those ordinances 
and comparing them with or­ 
dinances of other cities the 
committee felt these Tor- 
ranee ordinances were inade­ 
quate.

As a result of this study 

we have submitted to the 
Council an ordinance model­ 
ed on one being enforced in 
the city of Ontario. This On- 
torlo ordinance has proven to 
be very effective and has met 
with apnroval of the entire 
community.
