Leonard Di Miceli, candl 
date for Congress in the 17th 
District, was honored at a din­ 
ner held at the Palos Verdes 
County Club last Thursday, 
sponsored by the Peninsula 
Republican Assembly, South 
Bay Club of Republican Wom­ 
en Federated, and South Bay 
Young Republicans.
