Bad Brakes,
Tires Lead
To Trouble.

Defective brakes, bad tires,
and improper lights led the
list of motor vehicle defects
noted in injury and fatal traf-
fic accidents in California last
year according to a report re-
leased by the California High-
way Patrol,

“Defective brakes accounted
for 48.1 per cent of all mechan-
ical defects found in fatal and
injury accidents during 1957,”
declared Patrol Commissioner
B. R. Caldwell. “This reveals
an evident lack of proper care

|r’ )t brakes by some motorists,
“* “Smooth tires, punctures,
and blowouts totaled 18.6 per
cent of all such defects indi-
cating care of tires is essential
to motoring safety,” Caldwell
stated. “Improper lights added
up to 12.2 per cent of the de-
fects noted in injury and fatal
accidents during the past year.

“Other reported deficiencies
were worn steering mechan-
isms, inadequate windshield
wipers, rear view mirrors in
poor condition, and cracked or
damaged windshields and win.
dows,” he continued: “All in-
adequacies should be correct-
ed as soon as possible, and the
carrechecked from time to
time to insure continued good
mechanical condition so essen-
tial to safety in traffic.”

Lane Change;
Need Signals
@y Drivers

Signal your intention before
making lane changes or turns
when other vehicles may be
affected warns the California
Righway Patrol.

“Failure to signal or give
adequate signals before chang-
ing lanes or turning is the
cause of many intersection
crashes and side-swipe colli-
sions on multi-lane highways,”
stated Patrol Commissioner B.
R. Caldwell, “Adequate signals
include hand and arm or sig-
nal device, properly indicating
the anticipated action, given
continuously during the last
100 feet traveled by the ve-
hicle before changing the
course of travel.

“Generally, hand and arm
slgnals during daylight hours

and signal devices at night are’

most practical,” Caldwell con-
tinuel, “It should also be re-
membered that a signal is re-
quired when slowing down or
stopping.

“One of the basic reasons for
signals is to let the other

g:;(-iver know what moves you

pect to make, thus enabling
him to adjust his driving ac-
cordingly,” he concluded.
“Positive signals properly
given will add considerably to
the smooth flow of traffic and
help prevent collisions inyoly-
ing turning movements.”
