Taki> a fresh look at your 
lawn mowing problem this 
year. Instead of moaning each 
time you get behind the mower, 
consider that you're harvesting 
a fresh crop of fertilizer! That 
is what you're actually doing, 
according to an article in Or­ 
ganic Gardening and Farming 
magazine.

Grass clippings are a rich 
source of nitrogen, the most 
important element to plant 
growth. They can be a valuabl? 
fertilizer in the vegetable gar­ 
den, a helpful addition in all 
mulches, and a major aid in 
converting leaves and other 
low-nitrogen wastes into high- 
quality compost.

Curtails Weeds
Collecting grass clippings is 

ajso an effective way to pre­ 
vent weed growth in your 
lawn, since doing this helps to 
remove weed seeds. "We don't 
recommend removing all grass 
clippings," points out Organic 
Gardening and Farming, "since 
some should be left as occas­

ional replenishment for th 
lawn itself."

As a mulch, lawn clippings 
surpass most others. They are 
easy to handle, will remain in 
place nicely, will fit in the 
smallest spaces with no trou 
ble; and when dried, will give 
your rows and beds a very neat 
appearance. Of course, you wil 
not have enough mulch for 
your entire garden from the 
first cutting, but mulch as 
much as you can each week. II 
is a good idea to mulch first 
those vegetables that mature 
early, then work on the others 

Turn in Soil
Later in the season, you may 

have a surplus of grass clip­ 
pings on your hands. The gar­ 
den has all been mulched. 
What to do with them" now? Do 
not throw them away, by any 
means, or add to other mulch 
where it is not necessary. If 
you are not planting a second 
crop in your pea patch, or in 
the section where the lettuce 
or string beans have been, scat­ 
ter a few inches of the grass
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clippings over the entire area. 
Work these into the soil imme­ 
diately as green manure along 
with the mulch previously ap­ 
plied. You can work a small 
plot at a time, depending upon 
the amount of excess clippings 
on hand. Later, you may re- 
mulch the entire area and 
allow it to remain thus until 
the following spring.

When used as green manure, 
grass clippings greatly improve 
the physical condition of heavy- 
textured soils. But to all, they 
give the much-needed humus 
and nitrogen. If acidity is a 
factor, a small amount of lime­ 
stone may be applied with the

clippings.
The tnird use of grass clip- 

pi ngs is incorporating 4hem 
into the compost heap to create 
the necessary heat for proper 
decomposition.

So, this spring, when ydu 
are faced with the problem of 
disposing of your grass clip­ 
pings, put them to work In 
your garden. What an excel­ 
lent way to turn a "waste" 
product into a valuable asset!
