Meats for outdoor cooking 
are in demand. That demand 
pushes the most popular steaks 
Into high bracket prices. This 
means you'll find the economy 
minded shopper selecting other 
cuts than sirloin, porterhouse, 
T-bone and club. She'll cast 
her eye over rib and chuck 
s 1 e a k s. These steaks from 
Choice (i r a d e d beef can be 
satisfactorily broiled.

To broil these steak;! they 
need a little pre-treatment. Let 
them stand in the barbecue 
sauce or use a tenderizer or 
both. Some cooks use an oil 
and acid mixture instead of a 
barbecue sauce. Some prefer a 
French dressing, and it is a 
simple marinade to use. Allow 
the steaks to marinate over

night or several hours in the 
refrigerator. Use a meal len- 
deri/.er according to the manu­ 
facturer's directions.

Have chuck steak cut about 
a medium thickness, and get 
the steak from the "first" cuts 
 those are the cuts next in 
line after the broiling steaks. 
These chuck cuts contain more 
of the tender muscles than the 
following cuts.

Remember that ground beef 
is a delicious barbecued meat. 
Many people prefer it because 
it is always tender and easy to 
eat. Frankfurters are fun for 
oldsters and youngsters. Chick­ 
ens are a "natural" for a bar­ 
becue. And if you haven't bar­ 
becued fish you've missed a 
treat.
