Best way to break into tele­ 
vision comedy writing is via 
the published story route, Ar­ 
thur Julian, top TV comedy 
writer for the past 12 years, 
told Southwest Manuscripters 
at a meeting held Friday night 
at Clark Stadium, 861 Valley 
Drive,- Hermosa Beach.

"Gone are the old training 
grounds of vaudeville and ra­ 
dio," Julian said. In the "old 
days" a talented young com­ 
edy writer could usually find 
a job for $50 a week as one of 
a "stable" of writers for a ra­ 
dio star such as Bob Hope, ac­ 
cording to Julian. But the 
modern Guild salary scale, 
starting the comedy writer at 
about $1100 a week, eliminates 
the beginner and the ".stable" 
in favor of the top few proven

professionals, he pointed out. 
Julian said the only road 

open to the writer with a 
knack for light comedy is to 
write for the short-story mar­ 
ket with television in mind, so 
that the story will divide into 
acts and provide clever dia­ 
logue when adapted for TV.

"The fact that someone liked 
it well enough to buy it means 
that they don't have to make 
a decision as to whether it is 
any good."

In his talk, titled "Comedy 
Writing for TV,' 1 Julian point­ 
ed out that juxtaposition the 
square peg in the round hole 
 now and always has been 
the essence of comedy writing.
