Reynolds Metals Concentrating 
Aluminum Foil Plants in West

Reynolds Metals Co., second 
largest aluminum producer in 
this country and world's larg­ 
est aluminum foil packaging 
concern, has con cent rated 
much of this latter operation 
here in Southern California, 
company officials reported this 
week.

The foil packaging business 
on the West Coast is so sub­ 
stantial that Reynolds now has 
a complete West Coast service 
with facilities for sales, sales 
service, design and production 
art and, of course, the actual 
production of all types of rigid 
aluminum foil containers, cook- 
in-foil pouches, boil-in bags, 
printed aluminum foil over­ 
wraps and laminated folding 
cartons and labels.

REYNOLDS maintains three 
plants in Southern California 
for this purpose and in addi­ 
tion maintains one of its six 
regional sales office in Los An­ 
geles. These plants, the sales 
office, a large warehouse and 
distributor service and decora­ 
tive foil division combine to 
pour about $8,000,000 annually 
in the area's economy.

Of this sum approximately 
$3,000,0000 is in salaries and 
wages for more than 500 em­ 
ployees. The balance is expen­ 
ded for materials, rent, serv­ 
ices, taxes, taxes, freght, sup­ 
plies and travel.

In addition to a  » 
new C h a m p 1 a i n eight-color j * 
press for printing 45-inch stock, 
the plant has the largest equip­ 
ment for laminating, die-cut­ 
ting, scoring, gluing, waxing, 
and applying metal cutting 
edges. The press is equipped 
wih the latest electronic de­ 
vices for precise registering of 
colors. At this plant is pro­ 
duced foil packaging labels 
and overwraps for some of 
Southern California's major in­ 
dustries.

AT ONE TORRANCE plant, 
three Precision Flex-o-presses 
turn out approximately 100,000 
aluminum foil containers per j 
shift. These include round and 
rectangular cook-in pans for 
pies, frozen foods, prepared 
cake mixes and similar food 
products. Other equipment 
spools and packages all the 
Reynolds Wrap household 
aluminum foil used in eleven 
Western states.

These products and those at 
Vernon are almost exclusively 
for West Coast use, but an­ 
other plant in Torrance is pro­ 
ducing a new product for na­ 
tional consumption. This is a 
decorative foil gift wrap, pro­ 
duced in more than 80-beauti­ 
ful designs and printed in six 
or seven brilliant colors on 
foil.

This new gift wrap has just 
been introduced on the market 
and already is being featured 
by top department and station­ 
ery stores throughout the coun­ 
try. The entire laminating and 
rotogravure printing job is 
done at this Torrance plant 
which also has equipment for 
laminating foil to board stock.
