The 1959-60 basketball season lands on us with both feet 
this week, with tournaments for both varsity and class B 
teams occupying. the sports spotlight as the last of the foot 
ball season is tucked away for mothballs.

The annual Pacific Shores Tournament opened yesterday, 
and will run through Saturday night when the championships 
will be held at Redondo High. All three of Torrance's teams 
are entered in the South Bay Union High School District 
sponsored classic.

As the tourney opens for the eighth year, a* city of Tor­ 
rance varsity has yet to win a championship. The 1957 Tor 
ranee edition took consolation honors.

From the looks of pre-tourney showings, this will be 
another dry year as far as the Shores tourney is con­ 
cerned.

South is just beginning to round into basketball shape, 
what with several of the team's key players joining coach 
Jim Hanny from the football team. The Spartans won't threat^ 
•n anyone for awhile yet.

North has the same old "lack of height problem," plus 
an injury to one of the team's standouts and slow return to 
form of Jack Golphenee. The Saxons are 1-1.

Torrance has the material but only a 1-2 record so far. 
Coach Will Boerger has a "problem" in center John Sand- 
gtrom. The 6'4" second team all-Bay Leaguer didn't even show 
up for last week's game with Santa Monica, after sitting on 
the bench for most of the Tartar's first two games.

However, Bob Weister and Bill Roberts, both juniors, 
along with senior Bill Relnert are players to watch.
