of weaving, characterized by 
brown and black stripes of na­ 
tural wool on a white back­ 
ground with a narrow thread 
of blue dyed with indigo to 
present day yei (ceremonial) 
blankets.

In addition to the Navajo, 
there are examples of weaving 
from Chimayo, New Mexico; 
Mexico, and the Tlinit Indians 
of the Northwest Coast. It is in­ 
teresting to note the same mo­ 
tifs present in Mexican, Chi­ 
mayo, and Navajo weaving. 
Often the only way to distin­ 
guish a Navajo blanket from a 
Mexican is by the seam in the 
center which is present in the 
Mexican but not in the Navajo.

Also included in the exhibit 
will be pottery of the Pueblo 
Indians and "paintings" of 
yarn and beeswax done by the 
Huichol Indians of Mexico, a 
remote tribe in the mountains 
back of Guadalajara. These 
Huichol paintings are loaned 
by Mr. and Mrs. Fred Meiers of 
Rolling Hills.

The blankets and pottery are 
borrowed from the Los Angeles 
County Museum, augmented by 
specimens from the private col­ 
lection of Mr. and Mrs. Keith 
A. Crown, Jr., of Manhattan 
Beach.
