aMosI Prosperous
Business Year
Draws fo End

\ Southern California drew to
a close it's most active and
prosperous business year last
week, according to Security
First National Bank.

Despite the steel strike, tight
money and a barely horizontal
trend in the giant aircraft in-
dustry, the bank’s research de-
partment reports new records
have been set in nearly every
important phase of the local
eoconomy.

Population in the 14-county
area has increased by néarly
1,000 per day during 1959, and
is rapidly approaching the
10,000,000 mark. Employment
has averaged approximately
3,664,000 during 1959 — an in-
crease of 158,000 jobs over the
average for 1058, and a new
all-time high by a sybstantial
margin.

Employment in manufactur
ing during the year now end-
ing has averaged 52,000 more
than in 1958, Nearly every in-
dustrial category has contribu.
ted to this rise, with the most
impressive gains being in elec-
tronics.

Personal income totaled $25
billion during 1959 — an in-
crease of nearly $2 billion over
the previous record establish-
ed in 1058, This is a total ex-
ceeded by only five states in
the nation, including Califor-
nia,

Retail sales have also been
at record levels during the past
year, totaling an estimated
$13,860,000,000 in the southern
half of the State, This is a gain
of 10% % over the previous
record: hung up in 1958, The
total for this area is exceeded
only by two states in the ma-
tion, New York and California.
