ONCE A PERSON gels the 
flu, he should go to bed, 
drink plenty of fluids, cat 
lightly, and get plenty of rest.

In those cases where a per­ 
son feels actually ill, and in 
all cases where shortness of 
breath or pain in the chest 
are present, a physician 
should be called without de­ 
lay. Immediate medical at­ 
tention is particularly import­ 
ant for those individuals with 
chronic heart and lung ail­ 
ments or for pregnant wom­ 
en.

LARGE SCALE vaccination 
against influenga In Los An­ 
geles County is not recom­ 
mended at this time. l3y the 
time the vaccine could build 
up the body's defenses against 
the disorder, It is estimated 
that the present epidemic 
will be very much -on the 
wane or a thing of the past.

The present medical advice 
to those people who get the 
flu is to go to bed and stay 
there until the temperature 
returns to normal. If more 
than a mild illness occurs, 
call a physician.
