The only 
thing we are extremely short

on. particularly in l-os Angeles 
Counly, lire state senators to 
cope with these problems on 
the level of badly needed state 
legislation."

rent statewide population at 
15.343.000, the California Tax­ 
payers Assn. report, estimated 
the population of the 13 South­ 
ern California, counties at 
0.344,440 and indicated the 

I greatest growth in 1959 to be 
1 in Los Angeles County with an 
'estimated 103,000 increase. 
! "In the thirteen Southern 
counties, where nine million of 
the state's fifteen million peo­

ple live," Honclli pointed out, 
"there are now eleven of the 
state's total number of forty 
state senators. Los Angeles 
County, with six million of the 
state'.'; fifteen million people, 
has only one nenator."

THIS IM'XH'ITV, the super­ 
visor pointed out, can only be 
corrected by a reapporlion-

meiit of (he stale senate giving 
Southern California the num­ 
ber of senators to which it is 
entitled.

"It is of the utmost import­ 
ance that the rcapportiomnent 
mailer be on the November 
1900 ballot, so (hat voters can 
express themselves on an equit­ 
able makeup of the Slate Sen­ 
ate," he declared.
