Lucky Stores, Inc., has an­ 
nounced plans for an ultra­ 
modern, 30,000 square foot 
supermarket in the new 30-acre 
Palos Verdes Shopping Center 
at Hawthorne and Silver Spur 
Road in Palos Verdes.

The Pacific Coast grocery 
chain, which currently operates 
27 markets in Southern Cali­ 
fornia, has just signed a lease 
with Jerome Moss, developer of 
Palos Verdes Peninsula Center. 
Construction is scheduled to 
begin this spring with comple­ 
tion by next fall.

lp Dally credit reports are now 
being distributed to the credit 
offices and business associa­ 
tions of Southern California by 
the Los Angeles Newspaper 
Service Bureau, Inc., it was re­ 
vealed at the Twenty-Sixth An­ 
nual Stockholders' Meeting of 
the Bureau, held this week, by 
H. A. Lawson, the president, in 
his annual report.

The newly established Credit 
Reporting Service is under the 
direction of James Scott, for 19 
years assistant director of the 
Retail Merchants Credit Assn. 
of Los Angeles. The credit re­ 
ports are copied each day In 
various county seats and court 
offices throughout Southern 
California, and are distributed 
each night from the Bureau 
offices at 220 W. First St., Los
Angeles.

     
THE BUREAU is a mutual 

association owned and operat­ 
ed by 105 community daily and 
weekly neswpapers of Los An­ 
geles County specializing in 
public notices and legal adver-

%tising. In addition to the re­ 
cently inaugurated credit re­ 
porting service and its adver­ 
tising agency, the Bureau also 
publishes the Los Angeles 
Daily Law Journal and also 
conducts an extensive printing 
and publishing business. It em­ 
ploys 80 persons.

Gross billings last year were 
more than $1.5 million, the 
president reported, 60 times 
the volume of its first year's 
business in 1934. '
