To Be Screened 
By Local Moose

"An American city of 75,000 
population . . . erased from 
the living . . . transformed to 
* ghost town . . . wiped off 
the map ... by a subtle killer 
too small to be seen."

Artfully framing shock im 
agery against poetic narration 
a film entitled 'The Other 
City" will be presented for 
public viewing at the Torrance 
Moose Lodge, 1744 W. Carson 
St., next Tuesday, Feb. 8th, 
at 7:30 p.m. This is a ttory of 
how cancer could turn a living 
city into a statistic.

Charles Ross Britt, chairman 
of the Civic Affairs committee 
for the Torrance Moose Lodge, 
has invited the American Can­ 
cer Society to present the film 
at the lodge hall as a commun­ 
ity service program. Miss Terry 
M. Klosterman will represent 
the Society at the program. A 
doctor will be available to ans­ 
wer questions from the aud­ 
ience.

ONE OUT OF four Ameri­ 
cans will some day have can­ 
cer. Among those who face 
cancer, 75,000 die needlessly 
every year. They could be 
saved through earlier diagnosis 
and better treatment.

If one city almost the size 
of Torrance became a ghost 
town every year its popula­ 
tion wiped out by a baffling 
disease that defied medical 
science it would make world 
headlines and arouse people 
everywhere to emergency ac­ 
tion. Communities throughout 
the land would be alerted by 
leaders recognizing that if it 
could happen to the people of 
"The Other City," it could hap­ 
pen to them.

So it is with cancer. Except 
that cancer does not strike 
down entire populaces. Cancer 
strikes individuals. Neither, 
fortunately, does cancer wholly 
defy medical science. Many 
cancers are curable. Cancer, 
however, does still kill a quar­ 
ter-million Americans annually 
and 75.000 of this number 
needlessly.
