The Thrifti-
martretail operation has 56 su-
permarkets, 47 of which are
located in the Los Angeles met-
ropolitan area, two in Bakers-
field, one in Lancaster, one in
Riverside, one in the San Ber-
nadina.Colten a=ng and two
in Las Vegas, Nev.
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THE PRRESENT expansion
of Thriftimart has six new

markets under construction
(two in San Diegg), with 17
more under some degree of
planning or purchase. Also, on
the docket for future plans is
the remodeling of some of the
older units. All of the Thrifti-
mart units feature the follow-
ing departments: grocery,
meat, produce, dairy, delica-
tessen, bakery, liquor, house-
wares, soft goods and health
and beauty aids. All depart-
ments, in most markets, are
self-service and have single
check-out points.

To supply the huge volume
of merchandise to the 56 units,
Thriftimart owns and operates
a fresh produce warehouse, a
liquor warehouse, a delicates-
sen kitchen, and a meet plant
for processing, storing and dis-
tributing certain meat pro-
ducts. Dairy products — eggs,
frozen foods — are supplied
by Jerseymaid Milk Products
Co., in which Thriftimart, Inec,,
owns a partnership interest.

SMART & FINAL Iris Co.,
Thriftimart’s wholesale grocery
division, with a warehouse floor
space of over 374,000 square
feet, supplies the éreater por-
tion of the company’s grocery
business with warehouses in
Vernon and Phoenix, serving
more than 2500 independent
accounts - with 84 cash and
carry units, who in turn, serve

the needs of .outlying mer-
chants, restaurants, hospitals,
hotels and other types of in-
stitutional buyers.

Thirty years ago Thriftimart
employed more than 150 peo-
ple, their employees now num-
ber more than three thousand,
Laverty recognizes the needs
and future requirements of his
employees and has instituted
many employee benefit pro-
grams in the Thriftimart chain,
Some of these include: com-
pany financed hospital, medi-
cal, and surgical insurance,
contributory. life insurance, in-
dustry financed retirement
plan for hourly workers, and
a profit sharing plan for salary
employees.
