Government services."

"We want our first students 
as potential instructors and 
supervisors. Then we'll go right 
into plants and instruct on-thr- 
job for companies," added Sic 
venson.

Nov. 14 
registrations are being accept­ 
ed this week at the school's 
classrooms at 2305 Torrance 
Blvd., between 7 and 10 p.m., 
and all day Saturday Nov. 12.
