Medlcal Mallbag Brmgs Queshons
- And Answers on Bunions, Corns

QUESTION — W hat causes
hunions and corns? What can
be done for them?—T\R,

ANSWER—Bunions and
corns follow unusual pressure
or friction on the feet.. Poorly
fitted ' shoes, especially those
too short or too tight, are one
of the' most common causes of
bunions,  Once' they have de-
veloped, the only actual correc-
tion that can be brought about
is through surgical means,

Properly chosen shoes may
ease the discomfort of bumons
in certain cases, Often the re:
moval of pressure and irrita-
tion will result in the disap-
)earance -of corns, ‘Sometimes
he application of a suitable
prepraration or adhesive tape
over a corn will soften. it to
such a degree that it can be
lifted out. A ring of soft pad-
ding, called a corn pad, often
relieves the pain of a corn,

Q.—How do kidney stones

form? Can they be dissolved
by medicine or diet?—D.S,

A,—Our urine consists of ap-
proximtely 460 parts of water
t0.40 parts of solids. The solids
are calcium, phosphorus and
mineral salts, which are held
in solution in the urine. When
these solids are taken out of
solution, they actually assume
their natural solid forms as
crystals; thus forming kidney
stones.Among the things which
cause these solids to .do this
are diet deficiencies, infection
of urine and changes in the
body metabolism,

Kidney stones cannot be dis-
solved by medicine or special
diets. However, the continued
growth of many types of stones
can be arrested by the use of
special diets, correction of de-
feets in the urinary tract, the
elimination of infections and
the use of medications.
