Reason cited for calling the
election, according to schooi
officials, is that the district
will be $1 million short for
next year's budget. Money is
needed to keep up with the
increasing number of students,
including 1800 new youngsters
next year, and the inflationary
spiral, they said, while the
amount of state aid remains
the same,

Officials said that unless the
district knows early next year
if the money will be available,
it will be unable to hire many
good new teachers, whose sal-
aries cost less than those.of
more experienced instructors,

If money is not made avail-
able, Superintendent J. "H.
Hull said, Torrance stands. in
danger of becoming a “second-
rate” school system with over-
crowded classes, where “indis
vidual instruction” would be
difficult is not impossible, ad-
ministrators said.
