THE AMOUNT of steel 
actually consumed in I960 
puts this year among t h e 
highest in history. A shift 
from inventory building to in- 
tons per day rated capacity: 
ventory reduction resulted in 
an overall drop in steel pro­ 
duction, however. In the com­ 
ing year, particularly the lat­ 
ter half, we do not expect to 
see steel output depressed by 
inventory reduction, and this 
should result in a stimulatinc

Upturn in the level of steel- 
making operations. Western 
construction activity is ex­ 
pected to continue at a high 
rate with a resulting strong 
demand for steel.

The competitive struggle for 
customers undoubtedly will 
continue to intensify. Produ­ 
cers of competing materials 
and foreign steel mills provide 
a formidable threat. I am con­ 
fident, however, that our de­ 
termined efforts to develop 
new and improved steels for 
our customers and our 
stepped up activity in custo­ 
mer service and promotional 
work will place us in a fav­ 
orable competitive position 
not only for the next 12 
months, but for the long- 
ran"!' future n< well

Result Given 
At Year's End

Only one of every eight men 
and one of every five women 
suffering physical complaints 
contact their doctors though 
four of every five men and al­ 
most nine of every 10 women 
have such complaints.

This information has come 
to light in the first annual 
summary of health habits of 
1.100.000 Americans whose 
progress is being charted by 
the American Cancer Society.

As » part of national pro­ 
gram more than 8.000 Cancer 
Society volunteers in Califor­ 
nia are checking the health 
progress of 135.000 members 
of 65.000 families in the state 
The six year survey started 
in September. 1959, and will 
continue until 1965.

FIVE OF every eight men 
and 55 percent of all women in­ 
terviewed reported the pre­ 
sence of on* of the physical 
complaints indentified among 
the sevrn danger signals of j 
cancer while 30 percent of the 
men and 25 percent of the wo­ 
men reported more than one 
of these danger signals.
