dence of vomiting, distension, 
gas pains and constipation

Food constituents such as 
prolein. carbohydrates and 
fats, as well as water, minerals 
and vitamins are necessary to 
sustain life and normal body 
functions

IF' H)K some reason, the

Daslc requirements cannot be 
given to the patient by mouth. , 
they are administered intra- \ 
venously. This is done by in- \ 
serting a fine needle into the 
patient's vein and connecting 
the needle to a long tube run-, 
ning from a bottle containing 
the specially prepared solution 
This allows the solution with 
its food, minerals and vitamins 
to enter the circulation slowly 
and be used by the body.

On the other hand, if the 
patient's veins cannot be used 
lor this purpose of feeding, 
some of the tluids may be giv- 
understanding of misconcep- 

; en subciitaneously. that is, in- 
iecting the solution beneath 
the skin Where nothing is

taken by the patient h> mouth, 
about three quarts ol thuds 
are required daily to prevent 
dehydration, a condition where 
flui(N are lo-,t from the body

THAT A MAJOR calamity 
exists whenever blood trails- 
lusions are given is erroneous. 
In many cases this procedure is 
adopted routinely during or 
following extensive major surg. 
ical operations to accelerate 
healing, shorten the recovery 
period and prevent shock And 

' then blood translusions are 
also given to combat anemias, 
loss of blood, low blood pro- 

  tein, severe infections, and 
j blood diseases. 
' Another mistaken conception

that a surgical catastrophe has 
occurred is the use of oxygen 
and carbon dioxide Because 
oxygen lessens the burden on 
the heart and lungs and carbon 
dioxide stimulates respiration, 
these agents are routinely used 
following chest and other oper­ 
ations which ifit«rfere. tempor­ 
arily with the normal function 
ol heart and lungs
