More than 402,000 books, 
films, tapes, records, and other 
materials were circulated by 
the central library last year. 
This figure is more than doub 
le the 172,000 items circulated 
the year before the new build­ 
ing opened.

The figures represented some 
16.1 items per child per year, 
compared with 10.7 three years 
ago.

The Educational Materials 
Building serves as center for 
distribution of educational mat­ 
erials, ranging from textbooks 
to models, to the district's 32 
schools.
