Membership of thp newly- 
created Motor Vehicle Pollu­ 
tion Control Board has been 
announced by the Governor, 
and the control program en­ 
acted last March will be ready 
to begin operations when the 
law becomes effective on July

As provided by the new law, 
nine members of the 13-inem- 
ber board are appointive by 
the Governor. The other four 
posts go automatically to the 
directors of the State depart­ 
ment of Public Health, Agri­ 
culture, Motor Vehicles and

the California Highway Patrol.

TIFF, LAW further requires 
tlial the nino appointive mem­ 
berships include representa­ 
tives of science, agriculture, 
industry, labor, motor vehicle 
users, local air pollution con­ 
trol officials and three mem­ 
bers from the general public.

Representing science is Dr. 
A. J. Haagen-Smit. of Ihe Cali­ 
fornia Institute of Technology, 
well-known specialist in smog- 
control studies.

The first duty of the new 
board will be to conlract with

qualified testing laboratories 
for tlie testing of smog-control 
devices for motor vehicles. One 
year after two or more devices 
have been tested and certified 
by the board, such a device 
will bo required by law on all 
new vehicles sold in California.

COUNTIES have tho option 
of exempting used cars if they 

jiind, after a public hearing, 
thai atmospheric conditions 
within their boundaries do not 
require these devices. Hearings 
of this kind must bo held 
every two years. As the above 
procedure would indicate, 
there is still a great deal to be 
done in the way of testing and 
certification, but at least we 
are on the way.
