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Korean War VetsUrged to Trade ‘RS’ Policies

Veterans Service Officer,
Mrs. Sarah R. Bridges, has an-
nounced that a recent survey
by the Veterans Administra-
tion shows that only about 384,
P00 holders of “RS” insurance
have exchanged their contracts
for the new “W” pnlicies made
possible by a recent law, de-
spite the greatly reduced prem-
fum cost.

Abovut 285,000 Korean War
veterans still have “RS” poli-
gies, according to the VA.

“RS” policies (Veterans
Bpecial Term Insurance) were
issued to Korean War veterans.
Under Public Law 85-986, “RS"
Pollcies may be exchanged for
‘W” (Convertible Term) poli-
cies at the same face value but
with much lower premium pay-
ments,

the exchange, the service of-
ficer pointed out. “W" insur-
ance is much cheaper because
a more realistic mortality table
is used.

A great change in the death
rate of American people has
taken place over the past sev-
eral years. The mortality tables
upon which USGLI and NSLI|
premium charges are based are
epeci{led by law but are not
consistent ‘with actual experi-
ence,

ON THOSE policies issued
by participating insurance, the
premium overcharge brought
about by this favorable experi-
ence is refunded to policyhold-
ers as regular dividends.

This cannot be done on “RS”
contracts, as the law under
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which they were issued re-
quires that they be nonpartici-
pating. This resulted in a sur-
plus of funds amounting to ap-
proximately $42,000,000 in the
U.S. treasury on Jan, 1, 1989,
that cannot be returned.

IT WAS FOR this reason
‘that the law was changed. to
allow the exchange of “RS”
policies to a convertible term
contract, based upon a new
mortality table calling for a
premium rate based upon ac-
tual cost of meeting death and
disability claims.

“RS” policyholders are en-
couraged to exchange their
policies for the new “W" con-
tracts or to convert to one of
the six permanent plans at the
earliest possible opportunity,
Mrs. Bridges said.
