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THIS PROJECTION envis­ 
ages, by 1!l(lf>, the construction 
and occupation of the Hall of 
Administration, the new Hall 
of Records, the Hall of Justice 
Annex, the Music Center, the 
Federal Customs Building, the 
State Office Building No. 2, 
and the Department of Water 
and Power Building. 

Construction of these build­ 
ings will not only eliminate a 
certain number of spaces now 
available, but at the same time 
will create a need for more
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spaces to acconiodate the in­ 
creased number of visitors and 
employees traveling to this 
area.

AN ADDITIONAL factor is 
that by 1905 no off-street park­ 
ing in the Civic Center and its 
franges will be available. At 
present there are 817 su :h 
spaces in use. 

The redevelopment of the 
Bunker Hill area can also be 
expected to remove still other 
spaces now available on the 
fringe of the Civic Center.

THIS PROBLEM has for some
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time concerned Ihe various 
agencies of government em­ 
ploying largo numbers of peo­ 
ple in Ihe area, since high 
parking costs add to the- diffi­ 
culties of recruiting personnel 
for Civic Center employment. 

A committee made up of 
representatives of the various 
levels of government involved 
has been studying the problem 
for the past two years, and as 
a member of this group I have 
naturally taken a special in­ 
terest in finding a .solution.

tl.al will have to be met if ade­ 
quate parking space is to be 
available by 190."). 

A general conclusion is that 
the shortage could be- substan- 
tally reduced by the construc­ 
tion of the- proposed County 
Parking Garage lying south of 
First St. betwi'en Hope and 
Hill; by the construction of a 
parking facility north of Tem­ 
ple St. east of Grand Avc.: and 
by an underground garage in 
the Federal Mall between Main 
ai.d Los Angeles Sts.

Kach of these, except th 
County Parking Garage, \vili 
require further study, but It i 
encouraging to know tha 
many minds are at work o.i 
the problem.
