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New Jet Complefes Production
Model Test Flight Successfully

The newest member of the
U.S. Air Force jet fleet —
North American Aviation’s first
production T-39 Sabreliner —
has successfully completed its
first flight here on the Califor-
nia desert.

The speedy, twin-engine jet
was put through a series of
stability and performace
checks in an hour and a half
flight by veteran North Ameri-
can Test Pilots J. O. Roberts
and Gage Mace.
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“WE WERE very impressed
by the airplane’s handling char-
acteristics and particularly with
the takeoff and climb perform-
ance,” Roberts declared.

Designed primarily as a tém-
bat readiness trainer to main-
tain jet pilot flying proficiency,
the T-39 has been ordered into
quantity production by the Air
Force and is expected to serve
for many years as a multi-pur-
pose jet “work horse.” Forty-
two of the sleek trainers are
on order from North Ameri-
can’s Los Angeles division.

Between the F-86 and F-100
in size, the swept-wing Sabre-
liner is designed basically for a
crew of two and four passen-
gers. It flies as fast as most
modern jet airliners, cruising
at about 500 miles and hour
above 40,000 feet. Its 1500 mile
