V. ENCOURAGE

themselves to careers 
in public service. Your 
government will never 
be any better than 
the men in it.'

VI. ALWAYS
EXPRESS YOUR 
PREFERENCE

Even if your choice is 
limited to candidates 
who are not ideal, you 
should choose the best 
of the men offered.
