Claims for reimbursement
or for direct payments of bur-
ial and funeral expenses and
transporation of the body,
must be made within two years
after the permanent burial or
cremation of the body. Claims
may be filed by 1) the under-
taker (if there is an unpaid
balance due the undertaker);
