State Renews 

Ban on Coast 
Area Mussels

The yearly quarantine of 
mussels for human consump­ 
tion was declared Monday as 
a protection to Californians 
from the highly toxic poison 
present in the shellfish during 
the summer and early autumn, 
according to Dr. Malcolm II. 
Merrill, state health director.

The quarantine, establish 
along the California coasl 
shore and including San Fra 
Cisco Bay, will be in effect to 
Oct. 31, he reported. Mussels 
may be used for bait during 
the quarantine period, but 
must be broken open and 
placed in containers marked in 
big print, "Mussels may con­ 
tain poison. Unfit for human 
food."

THE DIRECTOR also warned 
Californians to be cautious in 
the preparation of clams for 
summer meals during this pe­ 
riod. He advised that clams 
should be cleaned and washed 
thoroughly before cooking and 
that all dark parts (where poi­ 
son concentrates during the 
quarantine period) should be 
discarded. Only the white meat 
should be eaten.. In addition, 
clams should be taken from 
areas free of sewage contam­ 
ination.

The poison, found in plank­ 
ton which serves as food for 
mussels and clams, is an al­ 
kaloid which acts like stry­ 
chnine and can prove fatal to 
persons eating the toxic shell­ 
fish. California has five cases 
of mussel poisoning in 1954, 
and a death in 1948. There 
have been no cases nor deaths 
reported from mussel poison­ 
ing since 1954.

The health officers of th*«« 
coastal and Bay counties ha ^ 
been instructed to post quar­ 
antine signs for mussels, and 
warning signs for clams.
