The pattern was unmistak

After the groundwork WPJ 

laid, (lie commissar woul( 
move in under the disguise ol 
bringing economic aid and 
establish himself inside the 
government machinery as an 
advisor. With the Communist 
headquarters established, the 
Communist party from with­ 
in the country would launch 
a series of parades at first, 
then protect meetings, then 
shutdowns of public transpor­ 
tation and utilities, and then
  under threats of civil war
  exert pressure to force 
coalition governments to be 
formed to include Commun­ 
ists.

From then on the complete 
takeover was only a matter 
of time. All this is an estab­ 
lished fact of the history of 
the past 44 years from Rus­ 
sia around the world.
