How important is a g o o .1 
diet? In a recent experiment 
conducted by the Foods 111 
class at North High, nine rats 

jjproved that a diet, of chocolate 
candy, potato chips and .soft 
drinks can be harmful!

Determining the value of 
good nutrition was the aim of 
the .North High fo,,ds da;., 
taught by Mrs. Harriet Chris­ 
tian, in coopetalion with Mr. 
Stan Kcller, head of the 
Monce department, in their 
feeding experiment with labor­ 
atory rats. The experiment was 
conducted for five weeks,

TIIKKK of the rats fed on 
all the chocolate bars, potato 
chips, and soft drinks that they 
could eat. The result could be 
seen in their appearance, for 
their fur was rough,'and they 
nervous.

A second cage of three rats 
were led (lie same dry dog 
food diet that all the biology 
laboratory rats are fed.

TIIK THIRD group of rats 

were fed food which included 
protein, calcium, vitamins, 
minerals, carbohydrates and 
fat. These rats proved to be 
healthy, for their appearance 
was the opposite of Hie rats | 
on the poor diet. Their fun 

kwas smooth, and they seemed 
'contented and calm.

They also maintained a good 
weight. All three rats on the 
poor diet did not weigh as 
much as one rat on the good 
diet when the experiment was 
finished,

be fed on the good diet in
