"Juno and the Paycock" 
Two Night Run Begins Fri.

Family strife, national dis­ 
unity, shattering emotions   
these were the heritage of the 
Irish in their struggle for in­ 
dependence in the early twen­ 
tieth century.

From these elements Sean 
O'Casey fashioned "Juno and 
the Paycock," which opens to­ 
morrow in the Campus Thea­ 
ter of El Camino College. Pre­ 
sented as the theater's first 
summer production, the play 
deals with the Jack Boyle fam­ 
ily of Dublin during the Irish 
rebellion.

DESPITE ITS grim setting, 
the play embodies the spirit of 
Irish humor which sometimes 
takes the form of satire, some­ 
times of broad and boisterous 
joking. O'Casey has combined 
'.ho two to create a moving 
play full of contrasting emo- 
,lons.

To direct the modern clas­ 
sic, El Camino drama Instruc­ 
tor, Burnett Ferguson has ac­ 
quired the services of Lucille 
Liberatore. Miss Liberatore, an 

Camino graduate in 1958, 
has conducted several years 
of research of O'Casey's plays.

AS HER master's thesis sub-

ect, Miss Liberatore directed 
and supervised production of 
O'Casey's "Shadow of a Gun­ 
man" at the University of 
Sc uthern California, where she
s currently studying under a 

scholarship granted by the
National Collegiate Players. 

She is also working on a doc­ 
umentary series for CBS tele-
ision as production assistant. 
Assisting the feminine dra-! 

matlst in bringing O'Casey's 
characters to life is a cast ex-
>erienced in playing a variety 

of roles.

Gloria Newhouso as Juno

:old," and "Carmen." Current- 
y enrolled as a theater arts 

major, Miss Newhouse hopes 
o use this role as a step to- 
ward'a career in musical com-
(dy and light opera.
