There were three re-appor­
tionment bills at the last ses­
sion. One pertained to senator­
ial districts and made no
changes because none could be
made under the State Consti­
tution. One pertained to Con­
gressional district and one de­ 
fined the new Assembly Dis­ 
tricts. The latter bills came up
originally in the Assembly and 
] voted "NO" on them; they 
went to the Senate, where
they were amended slightly,
and returned to the Assembly 
where I again voted "NO". 

There are at present 33 Re­
publican members of the As­
sembly. On the final roll calls,
seventeen Republicans voted
' YES" with the Democratic
Party and sixteen of us voted
"NO." There will be no refer­
endum to overthow the re-ap­
portionment laws because the
majority of the Republican
leaders have decided that a
referendum would be extreme­
ly expensive and the outcome
would be uncertain.

SENATE BILL No. 57, by

State Senator Hugo Fisher, 
Democrat, of San Diego, pass­
ed both houses of the Legisla­
ture, was signed by the Gover­ 
nor and is now known as Chap­ 
ter 848. It reduces the num­
ber of teaching credentials to 
five, requires that emphasis 
be placed on subject matter 
instead of teaching methods in 
Ihe training of teachers, and 
n.akes other changes in the 
Education Code. I do not have 
copies for distribution. Please 
write to the Legislative Bill 
Room, State Capitol, Sacra­ 
mento 14, Calif., and ask for 
Senate Bill No. 57 by Fisher, 
Chapter 848.

The so-called Old-Age Pen­ 
sion bills are officially called 
"Aged Aid" bills. There are
at least twenty and possibly 
thirty that passed the Legisla­ 
ture and went to the Governor. 
At this writing, few of them 
have been signed by the Gov­ 
ernor, but July 21 was the
deadline. 

Sometime after the deadline
Wj shall know which bills he 
signed and which werfe given 
the so-called "pocket veto." 
Your newspaper will carry 
stories on these bills and .1
shall comment on them briefly 
in future issues of my "Sacra­
mento Report."

CURIOUSLY enough, there

were two bills which increase
the aid to the aged from $95
per month to $100 per month,
one by a State Senator and one
by an Assemblyman. They dif­
fer in details, but the import­
ant feature in each of the two
bills is the $5 increase.

Service Record
Correction Date
Set October 26

Time is running out for ex-
service men and women who
want to correct inacuracies or
injustices in their military or
naval records that make them
ineligible for veterans bene­
fits.

Veterans Service Officer
Sara R. Bidges reminds such
former serevice personnel that
generally, the deadline for ap­
plications to correct alleged
error or injustice in armed
forces records is before Octo­
ber 26, 1961 or within three 
years after discovery of such 
error or injustice; whichever In 
later.

WRITTEN application by 
the veteran, his survivors, or
legal representative should be 
made to the service concerned 
on Department of Defense 
Form 149 (DD 149), entitled 
"Application for Correction of 
Military or Naval Record." 

Applications for review of 
discharge (to modify any dis­ 
missal not the result of a gen­ 
eral court-martial) must be 
made within 15 years after 
discharge, on Form DD 293. 

The Veterans Service Office, 
located at 1622 Gramercy Ave.,
can ba of assistance to these 
persons in making application, 
Mrs. Bridges said.

THE SECRETARIES of the

Army, Navy, Air Force and 
Treasury are authorized by 
Public Law 601 (79th Con­ 
gress) to correct any military 
or naval record where in
their judgment such action Is
necessary to correct an error 
or remove an injustice. The 
secretaries act through boards 
of civilian officers or employ­ 
ees of their respective depart­
ments. 

The October 26, 1961 expir­ 
ation date on correction appli­
cations was imposed by Public
Law 220 (82nd Congress),
which amended Public Law
601.

THE VETERAN must sub-
mil his original discharge or
copy thereof with the appli­
cation, and also his sworn
statement of the alleged error
or injustice and, If applicable,
the reason he thinks the sen­
tence was too severe for the
offcnse committed.

Statements from former
comrades in the service who
know of the incident in ques­
tion should also be submitted
in support of the veteran's ap­
plication in such cases.
