boo. Many gardeners grow this 
one in pots, but an equal mini 
ber use it to fill a bed. Loving 
i. oisture and rampant when It 
has it, Dwarf Bamboo is an ap­ 
pealing little thing to have 
arounc

Golden Ba.nboo. a yellow- 
stemmed beauty, is the most 
used Bamboo in California 
gardens. It has that feathery 
quality which landscapers love 
and makes an excellent screen 
or a fetching tub plant. This 
one comes highly recommend-

ed by the California Assn of 
Vurser.vim'ii.

SOMK BAMBOOS are more 
lender to frost than others, the 
Black Bamboo being a typical 
example. The deep green 
leaves of this one contrast 
strikingly with the black color- 
ii 0 of the canes. Use it as you 
would Golden Bamboo and 
give it protection when you 
live away from the coastal in­ 
fluence. If you are intrigued 
by the taller bamboos. Giant 
Bamboo is the one to plant. 
Growing to 40 or 50 feel, it 
makes a bold background In

one corner of fne g.irden.
Unlike tlie Baniooos, Campus 

dress cannot be recommended 
for small gardens, but in 
background setting where 
space permits, it makes an ac­ 
cent plant of considerable 
merit. Clumps *re eight feet 
high and it least as wide, send­ 
ing up shaggy white plumes in 
tote summer and fall. These 
can be cul and dried for decor­ 
ative arrangements in (he 
house. But watch yourself 
when cutting them off. T Ii e 
long, narrow leaves have 
sword-like edges and ;.rc quite 
capable of cutting you back!
