To Avoid Lightning Bolts

Lightning 5s a killer. When
a rainstorm burst over a rifle
range recently, four soldiers
were killed and 16 others in­ 
jured from a lightning bolt that 
ricocheted off a large tree as
the men started to take cover.
A few days later eight persons
were killed when lightning
struck a small building on a
North Carolina tobacco farm,
and a Redondo Bench fisher­
man was killed recently as
lightning struck his metal fish­
ing pole.

C. J. Weiss, Pasadena re­
gional representative of t h e
Allstate Safety Crusade, said,
"From the beginning of time,
lightning has terrified man by
Its unearthly and spectacular
force. Since you drew your last
breath, lightning has struck the
earth a hundred times."

More deaths, In an average 
year, are caused by lightning 
t h a n by tornadoes or hurri­ 
canes. Several hundred people 
are killed and hundreds more 
iniured annually as a result of 
lightning in the United States.

pointed out, many superstitions
and false facts about lightning
have been passed along
through generations. In some
areas, for example, It Is com­
monly believed that lightning
rods should not be used be­
cause they "d raw the light­
ning."

The Allstate Safety Crusade.
nationally recognized program
of the Allstate Insurance Com­
panies, cautions that "Light­
ning ordinarily strikes the high­ 
est object in the Immediate, vi­ 
cinity; that's why you should 
not be In the middle of a fair­ 
way on a golf course, or under
a tall tree during a thunder-
storm. A building sitting
among taller buildings
or other taller objects which
will conduct lightning, Is com­
paratively immune from being
hit by lightning. On the other 
hand, a building with a high 
spire or a building sitting on 
top of a hill Is a prime target."

• • •
LIGHTNING rods are inex­

pensive and effective protec­
tion, provided they are in­
stalled by experts and are prop­
erly maintained. On the other 
hand, lightning rods which do
not go to proper ground con­
nections not only are useless,
but could be harmful by in­
creasing the height of the
building and making it more
vulnerable to lightning.

"Tall building with steel
frames constantly are hit by
lightning charges. A steel
frame extending into the
ground r.cts as a lightning rod
and usually conducts the light­
ning safely into the ground
without harm to the building or
its occupants. Remember, you
are not just buying conductors
but safety of your own life
and property," Weiss said.

Allstate points out that prop­ 
erties in rural areas are par­ 
ticularly vulnerable to light­ 
ning because they so often are 
the highest object in the imme­ 
diate vicinity. Approximately 
37 per cent of all farm fires,
for example, are from light­
ning. In areas where electrical
storms are intense, people mov­
ing Into ranch-type, bi-level
nnd colonial houses mav fail
to realize the increased danger
from lightning and the greater
need for safeguarding them­
selves and their properly
against this menance. If the
new home is the highest ob­
ject In the immediate vicinity,
it is advisable to check with
local lightning rod experts.

THE ALLSTATE Safety Cru­ 

sade recommends the follow- 
ng precautions to be taken dur­ 
ing thunderstorms:

1. Stay indoors and avoid be­
ing near screens, windows or
metal exterior doors. Avoid
touching electric light circuits,
radio and television sets, tele­
phones or plumbing.

2. If out of doors, avoid Iso­ 
lated trees, wire fences, hill­ 
tops, large open spaces such as 
golf fairways. Seek shelter in
a cave, a grove of trees, a re-
vine, or at the foot of a cliff.
