An attack ol influen/.a luis 
much the same effect on the 
body as a vaccination against 
the disease: that i.s, the individ­ 
ual is left with a resistance or 
immunily to the infection. 
However, in Ihe case of influ­ 
enza, it is an immunity that 
lasts only a few years at best, 
and therefore many persons 
who had the disease in 1!)57 or 
later are once again susceptible 
to inlluen/al infection.

Influenza vaccine docs not 
confer immunity against the 
disease until a week or two 
after it. is administered, so it 
should be taken well in ad­ 
vance of the influenza season. 
Kven when not wholly success­ 
ful in preventing the disease, 
the vaccine tends to lessen the

severity of the attack. How­ 
ever, vaccination agaiiwl m- 
lluenza alter exposure to the 
infectious agent or the dissem­ 
ination of the virus in a com­ 
munity is practically useless- 
so vulnerable are people to the 
organi/aHon and so rapid is its 
spread.

IM)IVII)l'.\l,S. who should 
be protected against inllueiua 
are the chronically ill -includ­ 
ing those persons with certain 
lung and heart conditions or 
diabetes. Ihe elderly, and

; women in late pregnancy.
' It is also advised that per­ 
sons working in essential in­ 
dustries and public service oc­ 
cupations be vaccinated as in­

surance against absenteeism.
In normally healthy people 

the disease is seldom serious 
unless complications develop. 
Illness i.s sudden and generally 
last no more than two or three 
days. Symptoms include chills 
and lever, aches and pains, and 
discomfort and prostration.

Tlli:m: IS \() specific treat­ 
ment I hat. i.s of any value, al­ 
though certain remedies may 
be employed to make Ihe pa­ 
tient more comfortable. Should 
complications occur, however, 
specific medications arc in 
order.

It is recommended that Ihe 
Individual go to bed at the on-
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set of illness and stay away 
from work or school until a 
ph.VMcian considers recovery 
complete.

If influenza follows its cus­ 
tomary pattern, an epidemic of 
the disease i.s due in Los An­ 
geles County in Hie winter 
months immediately ahead. II, 
is wise to be prepared for its 
coming.
