Peyser Act of 1933. The Act di­ 
rected the U.S. Labor Depart­ 
ment to create the United 
States Employment Service and 
to establish and maintain a 
nationwide system of State- 
administered and territorial 
employment services which 
would provide placement and 
other services to workers, em- j

plovers, and the public, 
i The system includes employ­ 
ment services in the HO States, 
the District of Columbia, the 
Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, 
the Virgil Islands, and (iuam.

Outgrowth of a business
tarted in 1914, Harvey became 

d publicly held corporation in 
lime, 1960, when 750,000 of 
A Common shares were sold by 
an underwriting group headed 
by Kuhn, Ix>eb and Co.. Incor- 
jorated. and Tucker. Anthony 
and R. L. Day.

IN JULY of this vear an ad­ 
ditional 1,000,000 shares of A 
Common Stock were sold to 
the public, the proceeds to be 
used by the company for ex­ 
pansion and working capital. 
Lawrence A. Harvey, board 
chairman, said that the com­ 
pany is developing its own 
bauxite mining reserves in vari­ 
ous countries and planning an 
alumina plant to process ore 
to supply its reduction facili­ 
ties.

The company is modernizing 
a major wrought aluminum' 
production facility at Adrian, 
Mich. The company also in­ 
tends to add to its fabricating 
facilities in order to produce 
a broadened range of rolled 
aluminum products including 
wire, sheet, plate, and strip.

IN ITS MOST recent earn- 

ngs statement Harvey reported 
record sales and profits for the 
nine months ending June .10. 
Xet sales for the period were- 
565,820,247 as compared to 
$42,627,955 for the similar nine 
months last year, an increase 
of 54.4 per cent. Net income, 
which rose 37.9 per cent, was 
$5,075,258, equal to $1.07 per 
share, as compared to $3,679.- 
377 or 77 cents per share for 
he like period for the previous 

vear, based on 4,750,000 shares 
outstanding on June 30, 1961.
