| case of children, among whom
the percentage of infection is

| Children of school age are
|the individuals most often in-
| fected, chiefly owing to the fact
|that they so frequently handle
objects that are more or less
common property. Once in-
fected with these worms, the
child will soon be the means
of spreading the infestation
throughout the family unless
meticulous care is taken to pre-
vent it.

THIN AND threadlike organ-
isms, usuallv about one-half
inch in length, pinworms are
also sometimes called seat-

enter the body through the
[mouth and hatch out in the
stomach and small intestine be-
fore moving on to the large
bowel. Tn about two to five
per cent of cases. the worms
enter the appendix and pro-
duce the symptoms of appen-
| dieitis.

| THE EGGS are easily trans-
mitted to the mouth by way of
| the hands or ingested with food
that the hands have touched.
| Infection also may be spread
| by contact with sheets, towels,
lor clothing that harbor pin-
| worm eggs. The eggs may be
found in contaminated dust
| that settles on furniture or else-
where around the house and
may therefore bhe inhaled,
whereupon they are often
mixed saliva and swallowed.

! THE CHIEF factor in con-
trol of pinworms, other than
immediate medical treatment,
is scrupulous cleanliness. Rec-
ommended procedures include
thorough washing of the hands
with soap and water before
eating or handling food and
affer any visit to the toilet.
Finger nails should be kept
Ishort and clean.

Scrupulous attention must be
paid to housekeeping, and fre-
quent changes of undergar-
ments, bedding, towels, and any
other articles that come in di-
rect contact with the body, i
‘advised. When only one per-
| son in the home is infected, the
toilet seat should be scrubbed
and disinfected after use by the
pationt,

STRICT SUPERVISION of
personal hygiene is essential if
| preventive or treatment meas-

ures emnloyed are to he suc-
| cessful, This is especially true
in the case of children. There
are no existing regulations that
| require children to stay home
| from school when infected with
pinworms, but it is considered
| desirable that they do so, or
|attend only when under medi-
| cal care,
