Project Voted
Allocation of $1,600 for the 

Improvement of 250th Street at 
the Pennsylvania Avenue inter­ 
section in Lomita was announ- j 
ced yesterday by Supervisor 
Burton W. Chace.

Work will be scheduled by 
the Los Angeles County Road 
Dupt. pending completion of 
other portions of the current 
work load, he said.

The improvement will con­ 
sist of extending the pavement 
to join recently constructed 
curb and gutter. In addition, a 
cross-gutter will be construct­ 
ed across 250th Street on the 
west side of Pennsylvania Ave­ 
nue.

"This roadway improvement 
project is one phase of work 
performed by the County Road 
Dept. in cooperation with 
property owners who con­ 
structed the curb and gutter 
under permit," Chace said.

Roadway benefits to be de­ 
rived from the proposed proj­ 
ect will be the improvement of 
drainage conditions, the re­ 
duction in maintenance costs, 
and increased operational ef­ 
ficiency.
