IT THKY live in the  Kith

I merely 
state my sland on issues, mail 
out folders about my record, 
and present what I believe to 
be a constructive program for 
future State legislation.

(2) I DO not ask anyone if he 
has voted for me in the past 
or intends to vote for me\f - 
the future. Obviously, tS 
would be a foolish queslio, 
because mo.st citizens regard 
their vote as a personal mat­ 
ter, although some volunteer 
their intentions.

(3) I do not ask people their 
recommendations on State leg­ 
islation and what their occupa­ 
tion is, because each person 
is interested in laws affecting 
his occupation, his hobby, and 
the welfare of his family, in 
addition to the very much 
broader issues of water, taxa­ 
tion, communism, narcotics, 
etc.

MY PERSONAL theory is 
that a member of the Califor­ 
nia Slate Legislature is elected 
to vole the desires of the ma­ 
jority of the people in his dis­ 
trict'.

Sometimes people ask me: 
"What happens when your con­ 
science and the overwhelming 
demand of your constituents 
are diametrically opposite?"

My answer is that fortunate­ 
ly, this situation has not oecur- 
ed during my nearly 12 years 
of service. If it ever occurs, I 
shall then make the best de­ 
cision I can.
