"Madonna of Chartres" 
is valued at $7000. The origin­ 
al still sheds jeweled light into 
the Cathedral Chartres in 
France. The window is so old 
that, its origin is lost.

Androa del Sailo's "Madon­ 
na of the Harpies" from the 
Uffizi gallery of Florence was 
added to the college collection 
in 1957.

Last year Venetian glass 
was used in the preparation 
of the second mosaic to make 
its appearance on the row. It 
is patterned after a Byzantine 
mosaic which is now in the 
church of St Theodore in 
Daplvie, Greece.
