IN ORDKR to comply with , 

a new state law on mentally 
gifted children, the board 
passed an administration ro- 
uuest to hire a qualified psy­ 
chologist to help with the bur­ 
den incurred because of thn 
law.

The new law reads that after 
19«5. identification of all | 
mentally gifted children in ! 
grades kindergarten throuch j 
sixth, will be made solely on ! 
the basis of an individual in- ,' 
telligrnce test Identification ! 
of mentally gifted in grades ; 
four through 12 can be car- ! 
ried out effectively by teach- j 
ers. principals and psycholo- 
gists.

A score of 130 or more on : 
an I Q. test determines a gifted | 
child in the kindergarten 
through third grades, while 
from the fourth through 
twelfth grades, a score of 98 
per oentile in mental maturity 
and reading or arithmetic will 
be the determining yardstick.

     
THE STATE has given Tor- 

ranee 157.000 to be used in 
this program, .ind awards $500 
for every gifted child found. 
It is estimated Torrance has 
400 such students. The remain- 
Ing $37.000 will be used on 
furthering the mentally gifted 
program in the schools and for 
hiring a part-time psychologist.

Kach of the I Q tests for 
kindergarten through the third 
grade takes three hours to ad­ 
minister, and must be given 
to only one student at a time. 
Pupils taking these tests will 
be selected by principals and 
teachers, and it is estimated 
that there are approximately i 
120 Torrance students in these 
grades who will qualify to take
the test.

    »
IN OTHER action, the board 

received a report by John 
Lucas. South High principal, 
concerning suspensions.

Lucas attacked the "get lost" 
policy of many schools regard­ 
ing trouble students, while 
praising the attitude in Tor­ 
rance of doing even-thing pos­ 
sible to help these pupils Dr. 
Hull remarked, -We will walk 
that extra mile to help them."

So far this year. South has 
had 106 suspensions. Only eight 
students are repeat suspen­ 
sions; of these, only two have 
been suspended twice for the 
same offense.

SOUTH HIGH uses a dctcn 
tlon system combined with 
short suspension and counsel- 
Ing with the student and his 
parents to help the trouble 
pupils.

Lucas commented that the 
youngsters who are in trouble 
are not interested in school. 
They are "Our problem, their 
problem, and their parents' 
problem."
