Angeles County will be requir­ 
ed to comply with the provi­ 
sions of a new state law re­ 
garding immunization against 
poliomyelitis. Dr. K. H. Suther­ 
land. Los Angeles County' 
health officer, announced.

State Assembly Bill 1940. re­ 
quires that any individual of 
any age furnish school authori­ 
ties written evidence that he 
has been immunized against 
poliomyelitis prior to being ad­ 
mitted as a student to any 
private or public elementary 
or secondary school, including

kindergarten, junior colleges 
and adult education classes.

TIIK NEW LAW docs not 
affect pupils who entered 
school dining the first semes­ 
ter of the 1961-62 school year, 
but is applicable to these pu­ 
pils when they apply for sd-
mission to school in Septem­ 
ber of 1962.

A total of 2,330 new cases 
of tuberculosis have been re­ 
ported thi> year in I.os An­ 
geles County. Leland A. I'htl- 
lips, president, of the Christ­ 
mas Seal Assn. said.

The 75 new cases reported 
to city and county health offi­ 
cials for the week ending Dec. 
16 pushed the case total pa«t 
the 2.300 mark.

Phillips said this current 
figure represents a reduction 
of only 36 in the number of 
new cases for the comparable 
period last year.
