The Marine Corps' special 
120-day delay enlistment pro­ 
gram which allows young men 
the opportunity to enlist now 
and remain at home for up to 
four months Is available.

The announcement, made to­ 
day by Gunnery Sgt Samuel 
Zavodny, the local recruiter, 
pointed out that it is an ideal 
program for high school sen­ 
iors who expect to join a serv­ 
ice but want to obtain their 
diplomas first The same ap­ 
plies to young men who are to 
be drafted, but need the extra 
time at born* to fulfill obliga- 
lons.

A man who enlists under 
this program cannot be draft­ 
ed, because he is enlisted as a 
Marine reserve and given an 
Inactive duty status. He then 
returns to his civilian capacity 
at school or at work, and is 
civen up to four months to re­ 
turn to the recruiting station 
for assignment to active duty.

Those men who enlist under 
this 120-day program arc ful­ 
filling four months of their 
military obligation and are 
also earning an increase in 
service for pay purposes be­ 
fore performing one day's ac­ 
tive duty.
