THE DISEASE is communi­ 
cable from about one day be­ 
fore the rash appears to ap­ 
proximately six days after the 
occurence of the first vesicle 
or blister. The scabs are prob­ 
ably not the source of infec­ 
tion, however. The chickenpox 
virus passes from person to 
person by way of the nose and

throat discharges of the chick­ 
enpox patient or by contact 
with articles freshly contami­ 
nated with hi* secretions.

All persons who have never 
had chickenpox ire probably 
susceptible to the infection. 
There is no vaccine that will 
prevent the disease, nor any 
treatment for it that is particu­ 
larly helpful. One attack of 
chickenpox usually confers a 
1 ongimmunity, and second at­ 
tacks are rare.

It is estimated that about 70 
per cent of the resident" of 
n.etropolitan areas have had 
chickenpox before the age of 
15, and its occurrence is ap­ 
parently greater in the winter 
months.

The disease is no longer re-

portable (o health authorities, 
probably because of the fact 
that the illness is not usually 
severe in children, in whom 
the majority of cases occur, 
and complications are rare.

     
PARENTS should never over­ 

look the precaution of getting 
medical attention in the event 
their child develops chicken- 
pox, even when past experi­ 
ence with the disease leads 
them to believe that it is a 
minor illness not worth bother­ 
ing about. More severe infec­ 
tions, such as smallpox and 
rickettsialpox may be confused 
with chickenpox by nonmedi- 
cal individuals, particularly in 
the early stages of the infec­

tion and, as a result, necessary 
trentment in these conditions 
could be delayed.

Though nearly always a mild 
disorder, it is well to keep in 
mind that chickenpox, like 
poliomyelitis, hepatitis, and 
other viral infections, is usual­ 
ly more severe in adolescents 
and adults than in young chil­ 
dren. Consequently, no matter 
what the age. there should be 
no delay in calling a physician 
when the disease is suspected.
