County health of­ 
ficials advised residents here 
yesterday on the importance of 
reporting all animal bites 
promptly.

Dr K H Sutherland. Los 
Angeles County Health Offi­ 
cer, explained that the desig­ 
nation o( "Rabies Area" is 
used to describe any area 
where" endemic rabies is found 
to be a threat to the public | 
health. Last year 34 cases of 
animal rabies were found in 
the County.

Rabies is a fatal disease 
caused by a virus found in the 
saliva of an infected annual. 
sod M ueuaJly Uanaenitled to 
iMamaa betnp tfsmigto the bate 
of avabaddof.

     
Ai.THOl'08 there Is no cure 

for rabies once the disease de­ 
velops in a person, the dicease 
can be prevented through 
prompt medical attention giv­ 
en to the person who has been 
bitten, the biting animal must 
then be observed by a qualifi­ 
ed person for a period of at 
least two weeks, Dr. Suther­ 
land said.

According to Clifford O. 
Harvey, chief communicable 
disease Investigator for the 
County Health Department, the 
34 animal rabies cases that re­ 
curred here last year included 
31 wild skunks, one monkey, 
one dog, and one case of bat 
rabies.

BECAl'SE ALL warm blood­ 
ed creatures are susceptible to 
rabies plus the fact that the 
disease is always fatal, any anl 
nial that bites a person should 

i )>e immediately reported to the 
, health authorities for obscrva 
lion.

Harvey pointed out that 
medical science has developed

a safe and effective vaccine 
against the disease for animals, 
and with the wide-spread oc- 
currance of the disease in the 
wild life of the County every­ 
one who owns a dog should , 
provide their pet* with the , 
protection of this immunising! 
agent.

County Health Department 
records indicate that more 
than 27,500 animal bites were 
investigated last year, and 248 
persons bttten by wild or un­ 
known animals received the 

asteur treatment in the 
clinics of the department.
