Premium costs on theje 
World War I or "K" policies 
increase each five years, and 
as the veteran grows older, in 
many, cues with diminishing 
earning capacity, meeting the 
higher premiums becomes an 
increasingly burdensome prob­ 
lem.

FOR KXAMPLK. a term in 
surance policy taken out by 
the veteran at a^o 21 cost him 
$7 68 per thousand dollars of 
insurance. Kach five years the 
premium rate rose, until at age 
Ho he faces a premium in­ 
crease to $46.78 per thousand 
dollars of insurance, if paid on 
an annual basis.

The VA stales that there are 
some 5,700 I'SOU policy hold­ 
ers approaching 65, whose pol­ 
icies come up for renewal at 
an increased rate in 1962. 
Many of these men are Cali­ 
fornia residents. Others will be 
faced with the problem in the
years ahead.

     
Tilt; VA, in an effort to 

assist the policy holder, will 
enclose a letter with the re­ 
newal notices, outlining the 
high premium situation.

The letter will point out that 
the policy holder has the priv­ 
ilege of reducing the amount 
01 insurance, which reduces 
his out-of-pocket cost propor­ 
tionately. A second alternative 
would be conversion of the in­ 
surance to ordinary life or 
some other permanent plan, in 
the same or a lesser amount. 
Although premiums are higher 
per thousand dollars of insur­ 
ance, the rate remains fixed.• • •

THF. VA is also, in iU letter, 
advising veterans to retain 
their insurance for the benefit 
of the total premanent disabil­ 
ity provision of the policy.
